Photocopying Photocopiers are located in each library. Those in the FE and HE 
Libraries are coin-operated. The Art Library machines offer 
colour copying, and are operated by rechargeable copy cards 
which may be purchased at the counter.

Studying There are 240 study spaces available across the libraries, with 
additional seating in quiet Reading Rooms in the main site 
libraries (8 in the HE Library, 24 in FE).  

Computers / Internet Computer access is only available to staff and students who are 
enrolled on courses at Grimsby Institute. 

Resources General: 
Over 55,000 books and c.130 paper journals (most journal 



subscriptions are now online and unavailable to non-members 
of the library). The stock reflects the  subjects taught at the 
Institute. These include A-Levels, a wide variety of vocational 
subjects ranging from child care to engineering and 
construction, horticulture and animal care. There are also large 
collections of books supplied to support the various Higher 
Education programmes offered. 
Special: 
We have collections of past dissertations submitted for Higher 
Education awards; HE Study Readers composed of photocopied 
journal articles; a large collection of Art slides; and a separate 
collection of more than 3,000 videotapes.
